8. Report on any new AOFB merchandise/regalia obtained

10. Any other business. 

- Suggestion to rebrand Out Meetings to a new Social Group:    hashtag Lubricationinmoderation to broaden awareness through Social Media and create increased opportunity for raising charitable funds (See Bob’s accompanying paper). This was unanimously agreed. Also the decision to set up a FOFB Whats App Group for communication. Bob to arrange for members to send him details of their mobile phone numbers so the Group can be set up. Prime communication will still be via e mail and events diaries etc through Facebook and the Web Site.
- Suggestion to provide a suitable Budget from Admin Funds of say £150 to provide a FOFB designed metal pin badge along the lines of the original Blaster Badge (To be made available at no cost to existing and new Full Members upon joining-not for give-aways). This was unanimously agreed. Bob to proceed with obtaining a suitable supplier. The Badge to have “FOFB Sussex” as its emblem.
- Suggestion to add Chailey Heritage to supported charities. This was unanimously agreed with the charitable donations for 2019 split 50/50 with St Peter & St James. Bob to arrange to circulate the communications of acknowledgement of charitable receipts to all members. The charities will continue to be reviewed each year at the AGM.
- Suggestion to add new fine of £1 for not singing the anthem when called upon. This was unanimously agreed but changed to the chorus as opposed to the full anthem
- Consider what we want as a new Summer Sup promotional badge given it will be the 5th Sup. It was agreed that Glyn would revisit the sandcastle design and UK flag but incorporate the number 5 along with AOFB and Lubrication In Moderation wording. The size and shape of the badge to best fit the design.
- Bob reminded members of the Frothblowers Brewing Co Members scheme available through its web site. Membership is £25 which includes a donation of £10 to Acorns Children’s Charity. As well as a membership card, “some Froth Blowers goodies” are promised!
